measures) on the basis of annual planning  

 

-Supervision of the athletes (Seniors, Juniors and Cadets) in the field of responsibility in all aspects of competitive 

sports and environmental conditions in coordination with the BSP manager 

 

- Development and implementation of individual training plans (ITP) for the nationalteam-athletes  

 

- Regular visits to the Junior- and Cadet-athletes' home training sessions and coordination with the home 

coaches 

 

- Deputising for the other national coaches when they are absent from the national center 

 

- Close cooperation with the coaches national and regional level, participation in coaches' meetings and active 

involvement in the management of the national training centre
